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Site 1: Memorial Plaque to celebrate the centenary of street transport in Adelaide — Victoria Square (southern half,
near central pathway). Horse drawn tram services commenced in Adelaide in 1855. At its peak eleven tram

companies operated in Adelaide utilising over 1000 horses. Experience: Victor Harbor Horse Drawn Tram Visit:
Adelaide Tram Museum

Site 2: Horse Hitching Rings — Victoria Square (in front of the Torrens Building)
Q3: How many hitching posts are provided at this site for horses?

Site 3: Queen Adelaide Statue - Adelaide Town Hall. Located in the foyer, this bronze statue is the only known

statue world-wide depicting the Queen in a side-saddle riding habit. Experience: The Side-Saddle Association of
South Australia this year celebrates its 30" anniversary. Read: Queen Adelaide

Q 4: Which street is Queen Adelaide looking towards? a) Weymouth b) Franklin

Site 4: The Start of Holden - King William Street. In 1856 a 21 yr old saddler established a business on King William
Street “J.A. Holden & Co.” During the South African War his son, Henry, captured large government saddlery
contracts winning over strong interstate competition. Mechanically ingenious, he set up rows of machinery and
developed large-scale, low-cost production methods. The rest, they say, is history. Read: SA Memory entry.

Site 5: The South African War Memorial — North Terrace. This memorial is dedicated to South Australians who
served in the Second Boer War. Unveiled in June 1904, the memorial was one of only two public equestrian
sculptures in the country and the only commemorative equestrian work. In more recent times, it has been described
as the “apotheosis” of the bushman soldier, representing the bushman and the horse at war. Remembering fallen
soldiers and horses. Read: South African War Memorial

Q. 4: Is the horse depicted in the statue wearing horse shoes? Yes/No

Site 6: State Library of SA Circulating Library — North Terrace. We think this is an historical site! Opening ceremony
for The Kidman Trail which included two SA Police Mounted officers and a civilian horse, was celebrated here
recently. Experience: The Kidman Trail Maps are catalogued in the State Library

Site 7: South Australian Mounted Police Barracks — Rear of SA Museum, North Terrace. This is the first location for
the South Australian Mounted Police Barracks. A police historical site, the area still shows the original layout
including parade ground, officer’s quarters and storage rooms. Experience: Horse SA tour of the SA Mounted Police
Barracks, Thebarton Visit: SA Police Historical Society

Q. 6: On the remnant archway is an old gate latch on a north facing wall. There are six bolts holding the gate latch
plate onto the wall. How many bolts are missing?

Site 8: Art Gallery of South Australia- North Terrace. Enter the gallery and enjoy the many horses depicted in
paintings and on artefacts. Gallery Il has exhibitions related to SA. Within this room there are two cups on display in
a glass cabinet. Experience: Formed in 1869, Adelaide Hunt Club has a number of hunts scheduled this year. New
riders & spectators (“followers”) are welcome.

Site 9: Jubilee 150 Walkway - North Terrace. Key people in South Australia’s history have been recognised through
a walkway of plagues embedded within the northern footpath of North Terrace. One of the plaques celebrates
Alexander Tolmer, Police Commissioner and initiator of the overland Gold Escort. The Gold Escort, planned to save
South Australia from going broke, was reinacted in 1986 tracing the route from Castlemaine in Victoria to the Old
Treasury Building, King William Street, Adelaide. Experience: Australian Trail Horse Riders Association & Adelaide

Trail Horse Riders Club Read: Gold Escort Reinactment

Q9: How many plaques are installed between Tolmer’s and Frome Road (Northern) the end of the Jubilee 150
Walkway?

Site 10: Light Horse Memorial — Cnr. East Tce & Botanic Road. Memorial to the horses which took part in the Great
War 1914-1918, Victoria Square West, Adelaide, unveiled 30 January. (Later shifted to corner of East Terrace and
Botanic Road.) Experience: A service is held each year on Anzac Day at 8.15 am. Members of the Barossa Light Horse

Association attend with their horses. This is the last remaining historical light horse reinactment group in the state.
Read: Australian Light Horse. Experience: A comprehensive Calvary test, first called "Militaire", and now an Olympic

Sport, takes place in the park lands behind the horse trough each year. Australian Three Day Event.

This tour started with Trams, and so it will finish. In the adjacent Rymill Park Land, Rymill Lake has a pronounced
mound along the northern side. This is a remnant embankment from a tram track which used horse drawn trams.
Visit: Adelaide Tram Museum

Q10: There is a biblical verse scribed on the Light Horse Memorial Trough. What is the book and verse this is taken
from?

General Information

How to do the Tour

Walk: The tour is approx. 2.3 Km long. Allow a leisurely 2 hrs to complete, enjoying a coffee or visit shops along the
way. Done at a brisk walk, and allowing time for answering questions, this tour will take 45 mins.

Cycle: Adelaide City Bike Hire Ph: (t) 08 8168 9999 has free day long bike hire. There are numerous bike racks along
this tour. Bikes must be walked around the Library, Art Gallery, Museum buildings.

Horse: Horse owners can do this tour. Horses are a vehicle under the Australian Road Rules and as such can use all
roadways being ridden or driven without any special permission. We would recommend bringing a groom to hold
the horse whilst going into the Town Hall, Old Police Barracks site and the Art Gallery.

Transport to and from the Tour Route: Trams service the start of the walk, disembark at the Victoria Square Tram
Stop. Adelaide 99C Bus route is a free service. Use the service to get back to Victoria Square at the end of the tour.

Times to do the Tour: This tour can be done at any time. If you are intending to answer the questions along the
route, then make sure that the Art Gallery of SA is open. Opening times are 10 am — 5 pm. Entry is free. It is not
essential to enter the Town Hall, as the statue of Queen Adelaide is clearly visible through the closed town hall
doors. The Adelaide Town hall is open during normal business hours.

Horse SA History Week Competition: Entry is free. Entries to be lodged with Horse SA by Friday June 4th. Email, post
or fax entries accepted.
