100 Money Saving Ways with Horses
1. Re-waterproof your rug each year
2. Feed from a big round bale, but don’t leave the bale in the paddock

3. Pick up/transport your own bales out of a farmers paddock once baled

4. Bulk buy oats etc if you have appropriate storage

5. Buy tack on e-bay and if on other sites, haggle if you can

6. Best all purpose wound healer- honey

7. Mr Sheen for getting knots out of tails

8. Baby oil for manes and tails

9. Garlic/Apple Cider vinegar in feed and around stable yard for mossies

10. Pears Translucent Soap for helping clean leather

11. Eucalyptus Woolwash for horses/dogs/tack

12. Magic blocks (grooming aid) to help remove bot fly eggs

13. To protect some wounds, use ladies sanitary napkin and then vet wrap. Cheaper to replace.

14. Use 44 gallon drums with fitting lids to store Rugs, feeds etc

15. Use small bottle of Mulwex Dry Cleaning fluid to gently clean raven oil stains from joddies

16. Most horse related stains on clothing is moved by napisan

17. Arrange a “swop meet” at your agistment centre or club

18. Clean and store rugs in mouse-proof container in summer. Don’t need new rugs each year.

19. Shop around online

20. You can hand stitch canvas if you have the right needle and cotton. Then cover the stitching with boot wax to help keep it water proof
21. Barter with others in an agistment centre to do jobs, like clean yards or change rugs, in exchange for something you may need.
22. Learn how to make your own rope halters, hay nets and lead ropes
23. Use hessian bags opened up to make sweat rugs/under rugs to help dry off horses
24. Learn to make your own ribbon brow bands
25. Sell horse poo from the front gate
26. Use recycled materials for horse shelter construction
27. Plaited hay binder twine makes strong rope for use for broken bucket handles
28. Re-use plastic type chaff bags- cut open and add handles to carry hay in
29. Buy a washing machine on ebay to wash horse rugs in. Break that one, not your mothers.
30. For paraffin bandages, buy bandages, soak in paraffin and if want to use with vet wrap, cover in glad wrap

31. Have your horse poo samples tested  and seek advice to help plan out a cost effective integrated de-worming program, including stable & pasture hygiene. 
32. Wrapping a bandage around the top of a head collar prior to putting on a travelling horse is a quick poll guard

33. Vegetable or similar oil for horses hooves
34. White vinegar for removing mould off of tack

35. Share travel to an event and split the costs

36. Weigh out feed to make sure you are not overfeeding, therefore wasting money

37. Keep all water hoses and taps in good order so not wasting and paying for water

38. Get a soil test to make sure you are not wasting fertilizer or perhaps for not a lot you can add fertilizer or lime and get a great deal more pasture next time around

39. Use electric fencing to manage horses grazing in winter. Avoid horses trampling valuable grass and turning it into mud, manage their grazing one area at a time

40. Vaseline applied to the heels helps keep mud fever away

41. Consider insurance for vet bills 

42. Use Hot Melt Glue Guns to repair small tears in rugs before they get too big

43. Get a heap of friends together for farrier, dental or veterinary regular treatments. Get a quote for having  a day at a club rally or agistment centre for standard health care jobs.
